My child will sometimes private message the
teacher on google classroom if needing clarity
on something. We almost never receive a
response and upon asking the teacher about
best way to ask, we are still told use private
messaging????

In short, there are enough inconsistencies,
with no oversight. We have p&p's for a reason,
there needs to be more involvement from
everyone, but when you don't feel heard, it
becomes a "who cares anymore" attitude

The whole bussing system is very
disorganized. Was told over the phone one
price. When | went in person it was triple the
amount.

The teachers can be a wee bit tougher on the
kids and hold them accountable for their
actions.

We don't take any chances right now but
not fair my child misses out on education
because we are being responsible.
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I'm concerned that there is still a minority of
teachers putting hands on students. if
students have a code of conduct to follow, it
sends the wrong message when an
adult/teacher does not follow their code of
conduct.

Best person for the job of teaching. Unions
need to be abolished to allow for the best
teachers to be compensated for their hard
work.

Online learning should now be the norm on
snow days. No need to miss out on even more
education due to mother nature.

Parking lot: & Option to
work from home: ¥, teachers who don’t know
how to fill long class time and waste it with
movies: 2l Because a solid education is vital to
students’ future success and emotional well
being.

Activities or assignments are only done
individually . Even with masks on. The kids are
depressed/lonely. They are more resistant and
unmotivated to attend when they aren't going
to work with their peers.

My only concern is the lack of EA support for
students We have way too many students that
need extra help but not enough funding to get
it accomplished

We were charged $200 for bussing that we
cancelled through the driver, our kids didn’t
step one foot on the bus. It was $2000 to bus
our kids. Now we are banned for the next year,
we were told the bus drivers are not part of
Parkland School, we didn’t know.

What | appreciate in our school is admin
holding students accountable for there
negative actions Students need to learn they
are not allowed to disrespect others or the
building
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| appreciate the flexibility in learning When
kids need to be home the learning can continue

Appreciated the weekly emails from the
school with general info and updates. This
made me feel much more a part of the school
community, more aware of what was going on
and more comfortable with the procedures
and changes.

| appreciate the sense of community It allows
kids to feel like they belong

| appreciate the programs of choice Not all
kids learn the same way

| appreciate that although things look
different this year, the staff have
implemented a consistent routine. It's
important for kids to know what's coming,
even knowing where they will play at recess
tomorrow gives the structure that they crave.

"behavioral" issue kids shouldn't be in regular
classes. They tie up a TA and get to act out
with no real consequence. My kids notice this.
they affect the learning of the majority and my
kids ask why they can be rude to a teacher or
another student but dont have consequence,
it's bull.

One concern was the lack of updates from
one of our youngest child’s teachers. while we
consistently asked and engaged our child to tell
us about what she was learning, | still felt out
of the loop. Unsure what work was due, etc.
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Seeing that is their only social outing is school
right now it is the only place where they can
talk sometimes. So i feel that it is very
important that they have someone in all
schools full time that they feel comfortable to
talk to.

Group projects have to continue.

I thought the online learning was done very
well. The communication from the teachers
has been great.

The teachers are so stretched and
overwhelmed they can't communicate with
parents very often. | don't get feedback
anymore. | only recieve a mass email list of
assignments that students have not completed.
| don't know how my son is doing.

Appreciated how well my daughters grade 6
teacher kept us informed about what school
was assigned/due, what topics were being
covered, etc. The teacher maintained a solid
weekly Google classroom update, and used the
remind app very well to help us as parents help
our child stay on track.

| super appreciate how hard everyone is
working. And | appreciate all the grease that’s
being given. | hope we can continue

| feel that they need more councillors to talk
to students about what is going on in their
individual lives. | feel that is important as many
kids are falling through the cracks they need to
talk to someone about how they feel in the
moment.
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Worried about no supports for special needs
We did online school with my special needs kid
this year but I've heard there's no budget
anymore for supports and he really needs
them.

| felt it was a fairly smooth transition from in-
class to online, back to in-class. | was worried
that my son would have difficulty staying
focused because of the change to his regular
routine.

Still very worried about COVID risks,
especially with phys Ed, music class, etc.
Would be nice to be getting more regular
updates/reassurances that the school is still
taking this seriously, esp. with new strains
around.

| appreciate how hard the teachers are
working to make this year as normal as they
can for the kids. It is important for their mental
health. So much has been taken away or
changed for them this year.

The kids should have a standard type of mask
that they wear.

| am appreciative of the support my son's
homeroom teacher has given him through
this emotionally trying year due to COVID.
Mental health is importany.

| appreciate how hard the staff and admin
have worked to make an inclusive space for
my child. It’'s important to me that even though
my child has delays and obstacles to overcome
he is still treated as a part of the class.
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Online school has really reduced bullying
concerns Because there's no unsupervised
interaction with the other kids, there has been
much less bullying this year than previous
years.

The main reason | sent my son to do in-school
learning was socialization and exercise. The
kids need to be with their peers and need
physical activities to get away from
consistently being on a screen.

There was a COVID exposure, which was
scary, but communication around it was great
Deciding to do in-person school was not easy.
when we got the call about an exposure it was
very scary, but the staff were super kind and
supportive.

| appreciate the continuous efforts the school
faculty have made to ensure our kids are safe
and remain safe while at school. It's important
because my children who thrive and prefer in

person schooling rather than at home learning.

Snow days, not sure why we couldn't quickly
switch to at home learning. Too many days off
for the kids.

Online was very unorganized sometime more
difficult then needed The teacher are trying
very hard to keep up with online and in class
teaching.

Teachers using multiple apps for distance
learning, creates confusion, frustration with
parents having multiple apps and log ins etc
Be more streamlined and efficient if either
schools or the board made the decision of what
app is to be used.
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Appreciate my kid's online teachers being so
supportive With a high-risk kiddo, online
school was vital this year. It's gone pretty well,
thanks entirely to the teachers.

Small group activities have ceased with the
covid regulations. The kids have less ambition
and drive to even do their best in their classes.
They can't do things together even in a safe
manner, this is isolating

I do like the teacher's commitment to the
switches from on line to in person | don't like
zero communication from the
councellor/psychological support he is
receiving. They won't even call his out of school
psychologist

The quarter system works good for my
daughter she learns better with the short
class time | think they remember easier They
not get stressed when doing exams

| have no complaints... in this crazy time we
are in right now, I'm confident, happy,
impressed and honestly grateful! The staff are
doing amazing! My child’s mental health is
number one, and being back in school plays a
huge role on this.

Bussing costs are too high Many children have
2 households and not feasible to assume both
are within the zone

Why do the younger grades (aside from the
kinders) have the furthest walk to get to and
from their door? They move the slowest, it just
doesn't make sense.
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Quarter system in the high school This has
been a challenge for my son - the fast pace of
the content learning, and exams almost every
couple of days has caused anxiety.

Stuck on why there's no snow removal |
watched two kids wipe out this morning, one of
them biting it twice just trying to get around
the corner.

| appreciate the care and attention that is
shown prior to and post school day.

Be nice to have a play ground, social events
like dances etc for middle school kids.
Obviously not with Covid but in the future
years. social engagement out of structured
school times is important for development.

I do not like that you have made the students
cram a total course into a two month time
allotment. | understand you think it is better
due to the flu that going around, but | find my
child's grades have plummeted and is finding it
more stressful

Communication With 2020/21 being as
different as it was, | have appreciated the
communication from the school and especially
from the teachers.

Still have concerns about social distancing in
the class Concerns about using multiple subs
during teacher absences... more chance for
virus to makes its way around

The school board is too lenient when it comes
to attendance, absenteeism and tardiness.
Especially important with children who are
struggling to begin with. Has been an issue pre-
COVID so cannot put it on that.
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Why is there absolutely no snow clearing
being done this year? It's a massive safety risk
to everyone stepping on school grounds.

The young staff, | feel the can be more
relatable to the children and they're always
willing to adapt.

Supervision at recess is great, but | feel that
the supervisors (at times) go off what they see
and not always hear both sides of the story.
